The PreventionFIRST! (PF!) Student Survey is a youth survey administered every other year.
Results of the Student Survey provide comprehensive descriptions of the self-reported
drug use patterns of area youth. In addition to substance use/misuse, students are asked
PREVENTIONFIRST!" about gambling behaviors, school climate, and other factors associated with substance
CUIPING EOMMULITIETO A VIERANT FUTLRE use/misuse.

METHODOLOGY

Every fri-state area school is invited to participate. Overall, 26,260 students completed the localized version of the
Pride Surveys Questionnaire between September 2021 and December 2021. Students in school the day(s) the survey
was conducted, completed the survey. No surveys were conducted outside of the school building.

DEMOGRAPHICS

The data reported comes from a census of 60 public and private schools from the 7th-12th grade student population
from Butler, Clermont, Hamilton, and Warren counties in Ohio. The racial/ethnic makeup of respondents is
representative of the schools who participated.
